I know that many parents have visited secondary government and non-government 
schools already, in preparation for their child/children transitioning to Year Seven 
in 2019. 

The state-wide placement timeline and procedures are as follows for those students 
wishing to enter a government school in 2019: -  

¶ Information regarding secondary education and Application for Enrolment 
(Year Seven) forms will be distributed to Year Six students during the first week of Term Two.      . 

¶ These forms are to be returned to Burwood Heights Primary School by Thursday 11th May. 

¶ We will then submit all initial placement requests to the secondary school. 

¶ We will notify parents of the results of the placements applications, in writing, on 8th August. 

¶ Parents/Carers may commence lodging non-placement appeals for secondary schools on 9th    
August 

¶ Orientation Day will be conducted on 11thDecember for Year Six students.
